National Cymbidium Show 2011

Wow, what a wonderful show. It has been acknowledged widely that it was
the best National Show ever. Well done to all involved.

For the record there were 21 fabulous displays. Displays came from growers
in South Australia, Western Australia, Victoria and New South Wales.
Visitors came from all over Australia, also from overseas to see our show, to
discover new varieties, and to make serious contact with growers here. We
know of visitors from China, Korea, New Zealand, Holland and India.
Perhaps there were others we do not know about. We also had significant
numbers of local enthusiasts paying to view the show.

The show itself can only be described as spectacular. Anyone visiting a
cymbidium show for the first time would have been blown away with the
beauty of the mass displays, also the huge variety of the flowers shown. The
more experienced growers were impressed with the quality and variety of the
plants shown. There were huge numbers of high quality plants never seen
before. Some plants seen before, but on immature plants, were presented to
their best on larger plants, and were most impressive. [ personally gauge how
successful a show is by the number of new plants I would like to take home
from the show. In the past I have attended shows, where I desired just 3 or 4
plants, sometimes none at all. From this show, | wanted literally dozens of
new & exciting varieties. I was amazed just how many great plants
were on show. I am also continually amazed about the improvement in
the quality & variety of plants, each year.

We are very indebted to the interstate growers, who put in huge efforts
to attend and bought large numbers of high quality flowers with them
to exhibit. The Victorian growers, who cannot now exhibit under the banner
of the Cymbidium Orchid Club of Victoria, because that club has withdrawn
from the national body, joined the South Australian club, so they could
exhibit, and won the major champion awards (see the results published in
this magazine). Congratulations to Colin Cleak, for winning the Champion
plant in the show, for his magnificent flowering of the bright, canary yellow
