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                                     CYMPLICITY FOR NOVEMBER 
 
Hands up whoôs finished repotting!. Those who did well done but I bet for the 
majority we are still only half way. 
 
At the moment I am staring at a heap of back bulbs so what do we do with 
them. Eat them of course. Really! Our indigenous friends survived many a 
summer on Cym. canaliculatum bulbs and the terrestrial tubers also provide 
nourishment. Not just pretty flowers but good bush tucker! With no recipes 
available for cymbo soup I will just have to grow them on. Pick nice plump 
bulbs. Those that are shrivelled and going yellow are not a good choice. Make 
sure you have a piece of the rhizome attached as well. These are most likely 
to have one or two dormant eyes at the base of the bulbs. If there is no rhi-
zome then itôs most likely that the bulb has been ripped from the plant and 
there is a gaping wound. These bulbs will most likely rot away and odds on 
the growth eyes damaged. Each back bulb should be marked as to their iden-
tity as like the Chinese, they all look the same. I pot all my good bulbs sepa-
rately and label each pot (white marker pen), have a plant label and place a 
number in black texta on the bulb and keep a record of whats what. That 
gives me a chance against the blackbirds and the kids ripping out labels etc. 
Each bulb is packed with spag to the widest part of thewill do also. They are 
then placed under the bench in a shady area and kept damp. New shoots can 
sprout almost immediately whilst others can take a year or more. Only throw 
them away when they rot. Occasionally you will get multiple shoots and not all 
of them come from the base either. If you look closely at the bulb you will see 
dormant eyes along the lines where the old leaves were. These shoots are 
weaker than the basal shoots but if thatôs all you get thatôs better than nothing. 
Once the new growths come away and have a good root system they can be 
moved to a normal mix and treated like a normal plant. Generally they should 
flower by the end of the third growing season. They should be identical to the 
parent plant. Back bulbs of the unknownianum category or just a heap of the 
one cultivar are given the bag of spag treatment, labelled of course. 
 

My next Aussie Native and by far my favourite Cym. is Mr canaliculatum. This 
orchid is native to the drier parts of the country where there is a more distinct 
wet and dry season and gets its name from the deeply channelled leaves that 
direct moisture towards the crown of the plant. They have grey green, stiff and 
erect leaves often lightly spotted with purple dots. Like Cym. maddidum a fa-
voured host is a gum tree where they can get their roots into the decaying 
centre. There moisture is rather constant and the roots are protected from the 
extremes of the inland temperatures. As with all the Australian native cymbi-
dium clan this insulation of the roots should be applied in our culture. growth

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The growth season starts in October with the firs and the plant goes dormant 
by April. Flowering is from November and it is this late flowering that is passed 
on in hybridisation. Flower colour varies with green, yellow and purple pre-
dominating. Forms range from flowers being spaced along the raceme to 
rather crowded like a foxtail but generally all are miniatures by classification. 
There is a nice dark burgundy variety (once labelled as a separate form) 
known as sparkesii and there is a nice rare alba form of pure green with a 
white labellum. The alba form grows on a tree on an island in the middle of a 
swamp surrounded by crocodiles, so Iôm told.  Both forms are sensational in 
their own right and just as hard to get hold of. Culture is again a little more diffi-
cult for the beginner and a sound understanding of its habits need to be appre-
ciated before you attempt to grow him. Basically a mix of bark and rotting gum 
tree heartwood with a little charcoal is a good start. Light intensity must be 
high. Generally nothing less than full sun in winter and 30% in summer. They 
appreciate air movement and perform best as a hanging specimen. Watering, 
even in the summer is infrequent, maybe weekly and absolutely none from end 
of April until new growths appear October otherwise you can kiss him goodbye.
