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CULTURE NOTES FOR OCTOBER

October marks the beginnings of a new season for many. The shows are fin-
ished and the task of preparing our plants for next year begins now. Spring has
usually sprung by now and the weather stabilises somewhat. Temperatures are
mild with the odd warm to hot day thrown in. Rainfall becomes less reliable (as if
it wasnodét already) but it is stildl a
numerous so where do we start. Firstly October marks the active commence-
ment of new growths, often just after flowering and we need to get these new
growths underway to help form next years flowers, although this is not always
the case. For example natives, some epiphytes will flower on last years canes,
not this years so in effect your culture of this year may not bear fruit (or flowers!)
until 2008. A brief rundown in my shade house sees all my Sarcochilus in flower;
they are early this year like so many natives. Most of the natives with Den. spe-
ciosum, kingianum, falcorostrum and tetragonum in the background have long
since withered and new growths are evident. Last year they were still in flower,
testimony to strange weather patterns and their effects on plants. Get used to it,
global warming that is.

Ti me to pot on the natives and divid
love specimens! Dry out plants ready for division, it makes the old mix easy to
remove. A mix of small to medium composted pine bark, some charcoal, diato-
mite and some scoria is not a bad mix to start with; mind you plain bark is OK
too. Ensure divided plants are treated with fungicide and the divisions kept stable
by using stakes. Mist occasionally and use Seasol to help the plants create a
new strong root system. | often wait till | see the new growths with new root buds
developing then divide/pot on. The new roots take off quickly and the plant suf-
fers little setback.

Now is a good time for dividing Zygopetalums, Paphs, in fact any orchid that
shows evidence of new growth. It is also a good time if you want to try your hand
at mounting some orchids. They establish quickly this time of year.

Ensure the rules applying to hygiene apply when it comes to cutting instruments
et c; i t 0Cymsnhattare expdsed to virus. Newly divided plants are in a
stressful state and need special care. They are also open to infection from fungi
and attack from insects so precautions are required. | have a separate plant hos-
pital where these plants are nursed for awhile before returning them to general
population.

Watering increases as the weather wa
weather is cool and wet. New growths are often lost at this time of year due to
over watering. Naturally with increased growth the plants will respond to feeding
with high nitrogen based fertiliser but start off with low doses and increase later
as the weather warms and the growths take off. | find a mixture of both organic
and inorganic fertilisers work well.

Al ways water your plants first before
ing either. If your plants have a waxy surface use a wetting agent like a dash of
detergent when foliar feeding. Try and water your plants in a way that they are dry
by nightfall.

Aphids abound around the garden now and may be in the shade house feasting
on the new growths. Even if you cannot see them, their telltale sugary spots on
the leaves or the black inky coating indicative of sooty mould will give them away.

A new flush of weeds will soon be evident. Oxalis is one of the worst culprits in my
shade house. Small plants are removed as they appear. Larger plants have their
leaves painted with a 50/50 mix of a Glyphosphate based weed killer and water.
Just paint a few leaves of the weed and they are history. Weeds on the floor are
spot sprayed. Place a 2 litre plastic bottle with the bottom cut out over the weed
and spray through the narrow end. This is time consuming but stops herbicidal
drift that can affect sensitive orchids nearby.

Keep up the baiting problem for slugs and snails as they feast on new growths.

Flowering wise there are still plenty of Cyms, late natives and quite a few terrestri-
als on the go. Terrestrials are largely a forgotten orchid outside the native clubs
but are a worthwhile plant to grow a
mer! They can range from the ridiculously easy to grow to downright impossible
so if you intend going down this pat
easy ones.

The most important observation | have made this season relates to those plants
that didndot flower or struggled in
Orchids are a plant that responds to good culture and this is a good lesson to
|l earn. | f they struggle then somethin
mix or place on the bench. Learn some more about the plant, talk to others and
change. The worst thing that will happen is the plant dies, but it was going to any-
way. As October ends we front up to the most changeable month of the year, No-
vember. Another busy month where we complete our dividing and get ready for
the onset of the summer.

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CYMPLICITY FOR OCTOBER

The shows are over and our plants are back where they belong. Give show
plants a good soak in water and remove the flowers and take them inside to
enjoy. After a week in a hot shopping centre our plants need no more stress.
Give them a week or so to recover before commencing the feeding program.

| top dress all my plants this time of year with Osmocote plus and some rapid
raiser as they enter a rapid growth phase. | also spray for scale now as well
but confine that to a period of cooler weather. Many sprays for scale are oil
based and this oil kills scale by suffocation. It also suffocates the leaves as
they cannot transpire when it gets hot, so you end up killing not only the scale
but your plant too. Spray when temperatures are under 20°C to be safe.

The job of division now waits for me. Fortunately | read my own notes and
have got into the habit of dividing a third of my plants each year. Now | am not
confronted with 20 monsters that need a chainsaw to cut up each year. Be-
fore dividing | dry the plants out a bit so the roots are easier to manage and
the mix falls away easily.

With good culture you wont have to dry them out anyway, your pots should be
so chock a block full of roots you wont find any mix, not on the outside of the
root ball anyway. The roots should be a firm white/creamy colour with active
growth tips visible. Unfortunately many roots are stunted, brown or black and
rotten and with no evidence of growth tips. These plants invariably struggle
and most likely did not flower. Good roots equal good flowers. So, why did
they turn out like that? There are many reasons and only experience will tell
you why. It could be virus, fungal attack, over watering, fertiliser too strong, or
attack from nasties in the potting mix. When you empty a pot like this on a
sheet of paper and the roots are |i
slaters, slugs and little mites, not to mention blobs of white fungus. Also the
mix which was once bark now resembles mud and smells sour. This causes
acidity in the mix and is a symptom of over watering and poor drainage. No
wonder the roots were so crappy! Best thing to do is prepare a new mix and
trim off the crummy roots and re pot. This plant will need support until new
roots emerge. | would only do this to a plant with a reasonably sized new
growth lead that will send out new roots very soon. You will get roots from
older bulbs but not many. If there is no new lead or shoot evident then leave
the crappy roots on otherwise the plant will go backwards very quickly.

Give the plants two or three doses of Seasol® over the first month or so to
help them initiate and develop a new root system. Remove and destroy
wooden stakes used this year and place aluminium stakes in a solution of Tri-
sodium phosphate (available from the club). Why? You ask. Cleanliness is
vitally important in a collection.

stakes look better than old ones. Aluminium can be reused and the Tri-sodium
solution will do the trick in knocking over any virus.

Division can be a daunting task with big plants.
natural divisions along the rhizome but have to be cut occasionally. Keep divi-
sions to flowering size unless you want to wait a few years until it flowers
again. Three to 4 bulbs and leads with leaves is a good starting point. Remove
leafless back bulbs if possible unless one or two are required to keep the plant
in one piece or to improve stability of the division. Always use newly sterilised
instruments for each plant. Cuts should be dusted with fungicide or can be
sealed with Steriprune® or similar. Division is also a good time to clean up the
plants, wiping the leaves to remove dirt and mites, remove husks and scales.
Pot into a pot that gives enough room for 2 years growth. Plant in the middle of
the pot and make sure the plant is firmly in position once the mix is added.
Plants that move around after repotting and division will have new roots growth
tips damaged by the movement. Sometimes a stake or two may be required for
plants for support where the root system is not that flash. These plants are
then moved to a shadier and cooler spot in my shade house and observed until

they set
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surrounding plants with a fungicide just in case the infection has spread. A
good plant should have the offending bit cut off. With experience you can eas-
ily tell by the colour of the rhizome which is clean tissue and which is infected.
Once you hit clean tissue trim it again with a different cutting tool. Why cut with
a tool already covered in the disease, all you do here is transfer it to an unin-
fected part of the plant. Seal the cut and treat with fungicide. It might be a good
idea to isolate the plant from the rest of the collection.October can be summed
up as a maintenance month and the trick is to start early and give our plants
